CAMP DATES  
(No camp on Tuesday, July, 4)  
Session 1:  Monday, June 12 - Friday, July 7 
Session 2:  Monday, July 10 - Friday, August 4

CAMP FEES	  
Residents: $400 per child/session. $700 per child if 
registered for both sessions.

Non-residents: $500 per child/session.  $875 per child  if 
registered for both sessions.

Fees include trip transportation via school bus, minimum 
1:15 counselor to child ratio; 5 camp t-shirts to be worn 
everyday to camp; 1 swim shirt for all water related 
activities.

Not able to purchase individual days or weeks.

Fees do not include field trips, special on-site activities 
or lunches.

ADDITIONAL FEES: 
Most field trips and special on-site activities will 
require a fee and are not included in the price of 
the camp. Parents should plan to budget between 
$200-$250 per child, per session, for summer 
camp field trips and special on-site activities. These 
additional fees are not included in the registration 
fee to ensure you don’t pay for a field trip or special 
on-site activity if your child does not attend camp 
that particular day.

YOUTH CAMP DETAILS
AGE REQUIREMENTS 

Five separate age groups:  Age 5, ages 6-7,  8-9, 10-11 
and 12-13.

For the age 5 group, the child must turn 5 by June 12.

For age groups 6-13, child must be at least 6 years old 
but no older than 13 years old prior to or during camp to 
be eligible to register; NO EXCEPTIONS! 

A child is too old if they turn 14 prior to camp.

A birth certificate (or copy) is required at registration for 
all NEW CAMPERS.

AGE GROUP 5

Back by popular demand, the Recreation Division is 
offering the age 5 group for Summer Youth Camp.  For 
issues of safety and maintaining appropriate ratios, a 
maximum of 40 registrations will be accepted for this age 
group.  Registrations are accepted on a first-come, first-
served basis.  Once the cap of 40 is met, a wait list will 
open.  Space is not guaranteed and will fill quickly. 

AGE GROUP 6-13

During the Jupiter resident registration period (March  
1-31), the Recreation Division will guarantee placement 
into the Youth Summer Camp for age groups 6-13,  
provided the registration is submitted and paid for 
during the resident registration period, and all camper 
requirements are met (age, residency). Residents who 
register after March 31 are not guaranteed placement. 

*Residents of the incorporated Town of Jupiter receive priority access to Summer Youth Camp registration.   
Non-resident registration will open April 3rd pending the availability of space.

REGISTRATION LOCATION
Jupiter Community Center, 200 Military 
Trail.  All registrations must be completed in person; 
Registration forms cannot be mailed or faxed.

ELIGIBILITY
Only incorporated Town of Jupiter residents may 
register during resident registration March 1-31. 
Children must reside with a parent or legal guardian in 
incorporated Town of Jupiter. 

REQUIRED DOCUMENTS
The following must be shown at 
time of registration. Registration 
will not be permitted if missing any 
requested documentation below. (No 
exceptions, even if child has attended previous  
Town of Jupiter camps.):
•	Birth certificate (or copy) for all NEW children registering 

for camp.

•	Driver’s License with current incorporated Town of 
Jupiter address; if you have recently relocated to 
incorporated Jupiter, you must have a driver’s license 
with your new address.

REGISTRATION DETAILS

AND ONE OF THE FOLLOWING:
A 2017 water, cable, land-line phone or power bill, 
property tax form or current rental contract that matches 
NAME and ADDRESS on driver’s license.

You will not be permitted to register for the camp without 
these forms of identification.

Parents/legal guardians may only register their children.

OTHER DETAILS
All incorporated Town of Jupiter residents who want their 
child to participate in the youth camp will be allowed to 
register for the camp up until 8:00pm on Friday, March 
31, 2017. Registrations completed and paid for during 
this period will be guaranteed space, provided all camper 
requirements have been met, with the exception of the 
Age 5 group (see above).

A $200 per child payment must be made at time of 
registration. For payment plan details, see page 3.   
If space is available, non-resident registrations  
will be accepted on a first-come,  
first-served basis.

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ON SITE ACTIVITIES
Campers rotate between the two gymnasiums, arts 
& crafts room, game room, outside play area and field 
trips. Gym activities can be compared to PE class and are 
designed to be physically active; campers are required to 
participate in all scheduled activities. 

OFF SITE ACTIVITIES
3-5 field trips will be taken per week and may include 
locations such as bowling, roller/ice skating, the pool, zoo, 
science museum, Rapids or Calypso Bay water parks, Fun 
Depot, Boomer’s, Lion Country Safari, Superplay USA, the 
movies, etc. A daily detailed schedule will be available 
prior to the start of the camp indicating the fee for the 
activities which is to be paid in cash on the morning of 
the trip or activity. All children will be expected to stay 
with their assigned group at all times and participate in 
all program activities, including field trips. 

This camp is designed to create an economical,  
active, safe and fun summer adventure for Jupiter 
children, ages 5-13. Each age group will have a schedule 
of activities which may include a variety of team sports 
and games, arts & crafts, board games, quiet games, 
guest speakers, cooking projects and field trips. For the 
5 year old group, parents can expect their children to be 
on-site 4 days. One day per week will be spent off site on 
field trips (not optional). For ages 6-13 parents can expect 
their children to be on site at the Community Center for 
2 full days and a 
1/2 day each week.  
The other 2 and 1/2 
days will be spent 
off site on field 
trips (not optional). 

YOUTH CAMP PAYMENT  
& REFUND POLICY

Full payment is required at the time of 
registration. You may pay for the camp 
with cash, check, Visa, Master Card or American Express. 
Payment and registration must be completed in person at 
the Jupiter Community Center, 200 Military Trail.

The following payment plan option is available: A payment 
of $200 per child is due at time of registration, 
remaining  balance is due on or before Friday, May 12, 
2017. Failure to comply may result in loss of spaces.

A $50 per child per session non-refundable administrative 
fee will apply to any refunds requested for this camp after 
the Open Registration period ends (March 31); in addition 
to the administrative fee, pro-rated refunds will only be 
available for the youth camp through  the end of week 
1 of the session; refunds for the youth camp will not be 
available once the second week of the camp session 
begins. 

YOUTH CAMP CAPACITY &  
AGE GROUP PLACEMENT

The maximum number of youth per age group will be 
determined following the resident registration period 
(March 1 - March 31). Children are grouped together by the 
following ages: age 5, ages 6-7, 8-9, 10-11 & 12-13. 

Children are not permitted to move up an age group 
unless their birthday falls between June 12 - September 1 
(PBCSD enrollment cut-off date) and their change in age 
would fall into the next age group (No exceptions). 

It is our intention to format the camp similar to recent 
summers. 

Age 5: 40 children max in group (predetermined for ratio 
and safety reasons). 

Ages 6-13: 120 children per age group, split into two 
smaller, separate groups of 60. 

If you have a request that your child be placed with or not 
with another camper of the same age, be sure to inform 
staff at time of registration (maximum of 2 campers per 
request). Due to the large numbers of children, special 
requests to be placed in a certain group cannot be 
guaranteed. Group change requests will not be granted 
after May 1, 2017.
